How do | get a ticket, and do | need to print it off?
Tickets will be available to purchase from the British Gymnastics Official Shop by visiting

Due to the ongoing pandemic and in a bid to minimise close contact and avoid cash handling, tickets
will not be available ‘on the door’ but can be purchased, in the lead up to and throughout the event,
online.

Tickets will be scanned upon arrival. Tickets can be presented for scanning on your mobile device or
by displaying a printed copy of your ticket at the ticket desk.

Where do | go when | arrive?

Upon arrival, please make your way through the main entrance and follow British Gymnastics signs
to the Spectator Entrance. Here your ticket will be scanned at the ticket desk to allow you access to
the competition arena.

After you have registered your spectator ticket at the ticket desk, you will be provided with a
spectator wristband which will allow you entry in and out of the facilities throughout the
competition day.

Do | have to wear a mask?

Following the government announcement to move to Plan B, as from December 10" 2021 face
masks are now mandatory indoors (unless exemptions apply). We ask spectators to follow the
guidance and wear a face mask at all times when inside the venue, unless eating or drinking.

If the event is cancelled, will | receive a full refund?
If the event is cancelled as a result of COVID-19, British Gymnastics will issue a full refund to all ticket
purchasers.
